1. THE UNIVERSITY AGREES TO PROVIDE HOUSING, AND RESIDENT AGREES TO RESIDE AT THE ACCOMMODATIONS OF WALAILAK UNIVERSITY HOUSE NAMED .......................................................................

2. THIS CONTRACT IS FOR A PERIOD OF FIVE YEARS FROM THE DATE OF APPROVAL OF THE RESIDENCE.
3. THE UNIVERSITY HAS THE RIGHT IN RESIDENCE PROVIDED AND RESIDENT ARE WILLINGLY PAYING THE DAMAGE INSURANCE TO THE UNIVERSITY THB …3,000…. ON THE CONTRACT SIGNING DATE. 
THE UNIVERSITY WILL RETURN THE AFOREMENTIONED DAMAGE INSURANCE WITHIN 30 DAYS OF RESIDENT’S LEAVING THE ACCOMMODATION, MINUS COSTS WHICH THE UNIVERSITY DEDUCTS FOR DAMAGE COSTS THAT THE RESIDENT IS RESPONSIBILE FOR.

EXPENSES IN ACCORDANCE WITH 4.1 AND 4.2, THE UNIVERSITY WILL CHARGE BY DEDUCTING FROM THE SALARY OF THE RESIDENT IN THAT MONTH.
EXPENSES IN ACCORDANCE WITH 4.3, THE UNIVERSITY WILL CHARGE BY DEDUCTING FROM THE SALARY OF THE RESIDENT IN THE NEXT MONTH.
EXPENSES IN ACCORDANCE WITH 4.4, THE UNIVERSITY REQUIRES RESIDENT TO PAY AT THE DIVISION OF FINANCE AND ACCOUNTING, WHICH MAY BE PAID IN CASH, BY TRANSFERRING TO A UNIVERSITY ACCOUNT OR BY REQUEST FOR A DEDUCTION VIA PAYROLL. RESIDENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR HAVING THE ACCOMMODATION REPAIRED TO THE SAME CONDITION AS WHEN ORIGINALLY CONTRACTED.
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5. THE UNIVERSITY AGREES TO HAND OVER ACCOMMODATIONS TO RESIDENT AND RESIDENT AGREES TO ACCEPT ACCOMMODATION, WITH THE DURATION OF STAY 5 YEAR FROM..............................................................................TO.....................................................................
6. RESIDENT HAS RECEIVED THE FURNITURE AND EQUIPMENT AS PER THE DETAILS ATTACHED TO THIS CONTRACT. IF SUCH FURNITURE AND EQUIPMENT ARE WORN OUT, LOST OR DAMAGED, THE RESIDENT AGREES TO COMPENSATE ANY COSTS INCURRED FOR THE ACTUAL REPAIRS AND REPLACEMENTS.
7. RESIDENT KNOWS AND AGREES TO COMPLY WITH UNIVERSITY REGULATIONS ON LIVING IN UNIVERSITY ACCOMMODATION, INCLUDING REGULATIONS, ANNOUNCEMENTS, ORDERS, AS WELL AS THE PRACTICES ATTACHED TO THE CONTRACT RELATING TO STRICTLY STAYING IN UNIVERSITY ACCOMMODATION
DUTIES AND REPONSIBILITIES OF RESIDENT
8. RESIDENT MUST ALWAYS KEEP THE ACCOMMODATION AND THE SURROUNDING AREA CLEAN AND NEAT, AS WELL AS BEING RESPONSIBLE FOR THE MAINTENANCE OF FURNITURE AND RESIDENCE IN ORDER AND IN GOOD CONDITION. ALSO, RESIDENT WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR UPKEEP EXCEPT FOR REPAIRS RELATED TO BUILDING STRUCTURES WHICH ARE DAMAGED DUE TO FORCE MAJEURE OR DETERIORATION OVER TIME. THESE THE UNIVERSITY WILL REPAIR AT THE REQUEST OF THE RESIDENT AND AT THE UNIVERSITY’S DISCRETION.
		RESIDENT HAS TO MAINTAIN AND REPAIR TO NORMAL CONDITION THE ACCOMMODATION AND HOUSING EQUIPMENT THAT IS THE PROPERTY OF THE UNIVERSITY. RESIDENT WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY LOSS OR DAMAGE TO THE RESIDENCE AND SUCH HOUSING EQUIPMENT, REGARDLESS OF WHETHER IT WAS CAUSED BY INTENTIONAL ACTIONS OR NEGLIGENCE OF RESIDENT.
9. IN THE CASE OF RESIDENT WHO WISHES TO ADD OR MODIFY ANY PART OF THE RESIDENCE OR BUILDING LOCATED IN THE ACCOMMODATION AREA, THEY MUST OBTAIN WRITTEN PERMISSION FROM THE UNIVERSITY BEFORE IT CAN BE DONE. THE UNIVERSITY PROHIBITS RESIDENT FROM NAILING IN THE ACCOMMODATION. IF ANY DAMAGE OCCURS, RESIDENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR AMENDS.
		ANY MODIFICATIONS OR ADDITIONS SHALL IMMEDIATELY BECOME THE PROPERTY OF THE UNIVERSITY; RESIDENT DOES NOT HAVE THE RIGHT TO CLAIM ANY COMPENSATION.
10. RESIDENT OR THOSE ASSOCIATED WITH RESIDENT ARE PROHIBITED FROM QUARRELING, SHOUTING, OR ANY OTHER ACTION THAT LEADS TO UNREST OR ANNOYANCE TO OTHERS IN THE RESIDENTIAL AREA INCLUDING PROHIBITED ILLEGAL AND IMMORAL ACTS. RESIDENT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY DAMAGE CAUSED BY VIOLATIONS.
11. UNLESS BEING GIVEN WRITTEN PERMISSION FROM THE UNIVERSITY, RESIDENT MUST NOT DO ANYTHING THAT IS AGAINST THE PURPOSE OF THE RESIDENCE CONTRACT, SUCH AS MODIFYING THE RESIDENCE INTO A SHOP, CLUB, FACTORY, DORMITORY OR ANY OTHER ACTION THAT ALLOWS OUTSIDERS TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE RESIDENCE. 
12. RESIDENT ARE NOT ALLOWED TO TRANSFER THE RIGHT TO LEASE TO ANOTHER PERSON OR ALLOW OTHER PEOPLE TO LIVE ON THEIR BEHALF. IF THE RESIDENT HAS TO GO TO STUDY, RESEARCH, TRAIN, WORK, OBSERVE, OR GO TO WORK IN ANOTHER PROVINCE OR ABROAD FOR MORE THAN ONE YEAR, RESIDENT MUST NOTIFY THE UNIVERSITY FOR FURTHER CONSIDERATION.
13. RESIDENT MAY NOT BRING OTHER PEOPLE TO STAY IN RESIDENCE, EXCEPT FOR FAMILY MEMBERS, UNLESS RESIDENT HAS SUBMITTED A REQUEST FOR PERMISSION TO BRING OTHER PEOPLE TO STAY IN THE ACCOMMODATION IN ADVANCE AND HAS WRITTEN CONSENT FROM THE UNIVERSITY
14. RESIDENT MUST STRICTLY COMPLY WITH REGULATIONS, ANNOUNCEMENTS AND ORDERS ISSUED BY THE UNIVERSITY.
15. ANY INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR WILL BE REPORTED TO THE DEPARTMENT OF 
EMPLOYMENT, THE IMMIGRATION BUREAU, THE EMBASSY, OT OTHER RELEVANT AUTHORITIES AS APPROPRIATE. 
	END OF CONTRACT AND RETURN OF ACCOMMODATION
16. LEASE AGREEMENT WILL END WHEN;
16.1  RESIDENT IS NO LONGER PERSONNEL OF THE UNIVERSITY OR ARE EXEMPTED FROM UNIVERSITY DUTIES.
16.2 IT IS REVOKED OR TERMINATED DUE TO VIOLATIONS OF THE TERMS OF THIS CONTRACT.
16.3 RESIDENT IS ALLOWED TO TAKE A FULL-TIME LEAVE OF STUDY THROUGHOUT THE COURSE.
	IN THE CASE OF ARTICLE 16.1, 16.2 OR 16.3, IF THERE IS ANY PROBLEM, THE UNIVERSITY SHALL HAVE THE ABSOLUTE RIGHT TO RECONSIDER.
17. THE UNIVERSITY MAY WARN A RESIDENT WHOSE BEHAVIOR VIOLATES THE CONTRACT AND MAY DO SO BY GIVING A WRITTEN WARNING. IF RESIDENT IS WARNED MORE THAN TWO TIMES, THE UNIVERSITY WILL CONSIDER DISQUALIFICATION FROM RESIDENCE AND TERMINATION OF THIS CONTRACT.
18. IF THE CONTRACT ENDS, RESIDENT MUST:
18.1  COMPLETE THE TRANSFER OF THE PROPERTY BELONGING TO THE RESIDENT FROM THE ACCOMMODATION WITHIN FIFTEEN DAYS FROM THE DATE IN WHICH THE UNIVERSITY NOTIFIES, IN WRITING, OF THE RIGHT TO STAY.
18.2  SUBMIT A REQUEST TO EXTEND THE PERIOD OF RELOCATION OF PROPERTY IF THERE IS AN EXTENUATING CIRCUMSTANCE IN WHICH THE PROPERTY MAY NOT BE REMOVED FROM THE RESIDENCE WITHIN THE TIME SPECIFIED IN ARTICLE 18.1. HOWEVER, RESIDENT WILL HAVE TO PAY FOR ACCOMMODATION, INCLUDING UTILITIES THAT OCCUR AT A DAILY RATE, ACCORDING TO THE TYPE OF ACCOMMODATION, PLUS AN ADDITIONAL TEN PERCENT OF THE ACTUAL COST.
THE PERIOD OF REMOVING THE BELONGING PROPERTY TOGETHER WITH THE PERIOD OF REQUESTING THE EXTENSION MUST NOT EXCEED FOURTY FIVE DAYS FROM THE END OF THE STAY.
18.3  MUST NOTIFY THE UNIVERSITY TO CHECK THE CONDITION OF THE RESIDENCE AND EQUIPMENT WITHIN 7 DAYS OF THE DATE OF COMPLETION OF THE TRANSFER.
18.4  MUST MAINTAIN HOUSING AND EQUIPMENT SO AS TO BE IN GOOD CONDITION AND READY TO USE. RESIDENT WILL END THE LIABILITY WHEN THE UNIVERSITY HAS EXAMINED THE CONDITION OF THE ACCOMMODATION AND SUPPLIES. THE UNIVERSITY WILL NOTIFY RESIDENT IN WRITING THAT THEY HAVE RECEIVED THE RETURN OF ACCOMMODATION AND SUPPLIES.
19. IF RESIDENT DOES NOT WISH TO STAY IN THE RESIDENCE ANYMORE, RESIDENT MUST SUBMIT A REQUEST FOR RETURN OF THE RESIDENCE TO THE UNIVERSITY BEFORE MOVING OUT, AND RESIDENT NEEDS TO COMPLY WITH ARTICLE 18.3 AND 18.4 ABOVE.
20. RESIDENT MUST BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DAMAGES DUE TO IMPAIRMENT, LOSS, OR DAMAGE, ACCORDING TO THE COST THAT THE UNIVERSITY ASSESSES FOR DAMAGE. IF THE RESIDENT VIOLATES SUCH LIABILITY, THE RESIDENT WILL BE DISCIPLINED AND PROSECUTED UNDER THE LAW.
21. THE UNIVERSITY RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CONSIDER VIOLATIONS OR NON-COMPLIANCE AND TO HOLD THE FINAL DETERMINATION. HOWEVER, IF THE RESIDENT ACTS IN VIOLATION OF THE CONTRACT IN ANY WAY, THE UNIVERSITY RESERVES THE RIGHT TO PROSECUTE CIVIL AND CRIMINAL CASES.
22. UPON COMPLETION OF THE CONTRACT, THE UNIVERSITY RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CONSIDER THE RENEWAL OF THE CONTRACT, SELECT A NEW RESIDENT, OR CHANGE THE CONTRACT AS IS DEEMED APPROPRIATE.
	THIS CONTRACT IS MADE IN DUPLICATE WITH EACH PARTY RETAINING ONE COPY. BOTH PARTIES HAVING READ AND UNDERSTOOD THE CONTENTS OF THIS AGREEMENT HEREUNTO AFFIX THEIR SIGNATURE IN FRONT OF WITNESSES.
